The SHIELD programestablishes a platform connected to a national
network to keep you informed as to what is occurring in our
community and abroad. The program is designed with an
understanding that crime and terrorism events throughout the
region, state, nation and even the world, can have an impact on our
Hanover community.

The SHIELD program provides community members and
organizations with information on emerging local and regional crime
trends as well as evolving terrorist threats that may impact Hanover
County. SHIELD is the central destination for community
organizations to obtain information and engage Sheriff’'s Office
resources.

HANOVER CRIME TREND AWARENESS

During the month of August2018, t he maj or i ty
Office requests for service have been in Zone 20 and Zone 30,
which encompasses much of the downtown Mechanicsvillearea
and areas near Rutland
and Atlee Station Road,
as well as along major
highways. Red indicates
high activity areas and
blue indicates low
activity areas.
Compared to July 2018,
August follows the same
pattern and
concentration of
incidences.

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High Activity Areas (Zone 20 and 30)

In the past month, High Point and
Pebble Creek(highlighted in RED)
and Bell Creek Park,Battlefield Green,
and Spring Meadow (highlighted in

) were our most active
neighborhoods.

Activity in High Point Farms has
increased by 62% compared to July.
Mogt of the incidents consisted of 911
hang-ups, domestic disputes, and
larcenies.

Activity in Pebble Creekhas increased
by 6%. Most of the incidents
consisted of 911 hang-ups, suspicious
activity, domestic disputes, residential
alarms, and fraud.

Bell Creekactivity had an increase of
14%. Most of the incidents consisted
of 911 hang ups, commercial alarms,
and suspicious activity.

Battlefield Green activity decreased by
31% compared to July. Activity mostly
consisted of other, 911 hang-ups,
disorderly conduct, and suspicious
activity.

Spring Meadows activity decreased by
12% and mostly consisted of 911
hang-ups, ATLs, and traffic
complaints.

Ash Creek, Milestone Northlake, and
The Pinesapartments are also were
noted to have a higher number of service calls, mostly
consisting of 911 hang-ups and noise complaints.

personal belongings. After receiving a call from the person inside, they will then leave you in your yard

as they go back to their vehicle having already taken your belongings.

» Temmonst groups are urging recruits to adopt easy-to-use tools to target public places and events. Specific attack
tactics have included the use of wehicle ramming, to include the use of rental vehicles, small amms, streight-
edgded blades or knives, homemade explosives, and poisons of toxins.

» Some termonist groups overseas are using battlefield experiences to pursue new techrologies and tactics, such
as unmanned serial systems and chemical agents that could be used cutside the conflict zones. Many of these
